1. Remove the brake caliper flow bolt and discard
the 2 copper washers.

e Toingtal, tighten to 70 Nm (52 1b-ft).

2. Disconnect the brake line fitting from the brake
flexible hose.

e Toingtl, tighten to 17 Nm (13 Ib-ft).

3. Remove the bracket bolt and the brake flexible
hose.

e Toinstl, tighten to 20 Nm (15 Ib-ft).

4. Toinstall, reverse the remova procedure.
